Streamlined recycling program for newspapers & inserts, magazines, catal ogs,
office paper, mail & junk mail, cardboard boxes, cereal boxes, tissue boxes (all
boxes are to be flattened), bottles, (without caps or lids), plastics#s1,2 & 3
(typically marked on bottom of container), containers made of stedl, tin and
aluminum, (to be rinsed first), loose glass bottles and jars, (no caps). Main
recycling Bin islocated in back dock area. Individual “streamlinerecycling
cans’ located in designated ar eas of each department for department
recycling. Additionally “streamline recycling cans’ located on guestroom
floorsin vending machine areas. Noticein all guestrooms informing guests
of recycling areas.

Linen and Towel Reuse program in place for guests.

All used Florescent light tubes and rechargeabl e batteries are brought to Home
Depot and dropped off at the service desk for recycling.
