Each December; the Design Miami/ Designer of the Year Award recognizes
an internationally renowned designer or studio whose body of work
demonstrates unmatched quality, innovation, and influence, while expanding
the boundaries of design. The Designer of the Year must demonstrate a
consistent history of outstanding work, along with a significant new project,
career milestone, or other noteworthy achievement within the previous
twelve months. Past Designer of the Year winners include Zaha Hadid,
Marc Newson, Tokujin Yoshioka, the Campana Brothers, and Maarten Baas.

The recipient of this year's Award is Munich-based Konstantin Grcic, who
is not only one of the world's most influential designers, but his disciplined,
architectural, and boundary expanding approach to industrial design
continues to set his work apart from his contemporaries.

In keeping with Design Miami/ tradition, Greic has created an installation
for this year's fair. His piece,
entitled Netscape will be
presented in an outdoor area
in the courtyard of Design
Miami/'s Temporary Structure
designed by New York-based
design studio Moorhead &
Moorhead. Playing off this
year's tent design, Greic
created a six-point star-
shaped structure from which
seats made of netting will

be suspended. The hanging
chairs will rock slightly when used by visitors and will create a space for
guests to engage with one another before entering or leaving the fair

The idea for the commission was fairly immediate because the tent design
by Moorhead & Moorhead really lent itself to a project like this. “It's a
space for people to enjoy” says Konstantin Grcic.

In conjunction with Netscape, a small exhibition of Greic's work will also
be on display inside the fair" | wanted to create a display that celebrates
the objects that allowed me to win this wonderful award,” says Grcic.
“When you place furniture on the floor, people try it out. When you put
it in a display like this, it changes the context. We chose to display these |5
pieces in front of images of the studio as a way to invite people into our
world. You see the ‘mess’ behind what we do, but also the inspiration.”

It's not often that a successful nightclub
undergoes a bit of a facelift just after
celebrating its first year. But that's
what's happening at WALL at W
South Beach, which reopened last
week after just 10 days of renovation.
Owners Karim Masri and Nicola
Siervo,who were involved in Mynt and
Mokai before opening WALL, found
inspiration for the redesign in March
duringWinter Music Conference. With
so many top-name DJs performing
that week, they removed the club's
signature X-shaped couch from the
middle of the room for better traffic
and moved the D] booth up front
to “enhance the DJ's exposure and
thus the energy of the club” The
temporary fixes worked so well
they decided that they would make
the changes permanent for the boite
that was ranked No. 7 in the world
by AskMen.com. *'The redesign is to
enhance what was currently there,”
Masri says,adding they are adding LED
lights behind the bars with diamond-
shaped beveled mirror tiles to go
with the diamond-shaped wall tiles.
The piece de resistance will be the
new Ana Busta-designed 35-inch

spherical Raimond chandelier; from
the Dutch design house Moooi. No
more disco ball, the new accessory
will be used by lighting techs during
a DJ performance. No other club in
Miami has a chandelier that glows to
the beats. “The design is reminiscent
of a futuristic James Bond movie,

mixed with Tron.” Masri says. But
such innovation should be expected
from an ownership group that not
only is looking to expand into Rio de
Janeiro, but also has a successful food
and beverage venture with Lincoln
Road restaurants Quattro and Sosta
and Solea inside the W South Beach.
“You can put gold on the walls,” says
Siervo, “but if the team behind the
club is not established and well known
locally, it doesn't stand a chance.”
